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Tutor system for students from abroad and the activity report (the

first year)

In academic year 2001, Kurume University introduced the tutor sys-
tem which supports the foreign students. The purpose of this system is
to enhance the effect of their study and research, and to adapt them to
the academic life by offering assistance or by guiding in their life. The
tutors were chosen among the postgraduate. This “Sodan-Beya” (con-
sultation room) was opened twice a week, and it helped the orientation
program for foreign students held immediately after their arrivals. The
present note reports the first year of the tutor activities. How often and

what purpose “Sodan-Beya” was visited is also described.
